Expanding east

Phrixos Papachristidis’ Hellspont Group is setting up shop in Singapore as it prepares to take delivery of four platform supply vessels. 
Hamburg-headquartered Hellspont says the move will help with the recruitment of offshore crew and strengthen its chartering operation. 

Papachristidis, managing director of Hellspont, said: “If you want to search for offshore captains and officers, Singapore is a central location.” 

He adds the Lion Republic is only a “hop, skip and a jump” from Malaysia where the company has two PSVs under construction at Labroy Marine. 

This will allow the Hellspont Singapore team, led by Captain Andy Lidgard, to better supervise the newbuildings, Papachristidis says. 

Hellspont has two PSVs in the water, both of which are presently working in West Africa. 

In addition to the Labroy newbuildings, it has a further PSV pair on order at Cochin in India. 
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
